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Virginia Beach Community Development Corporation wins Best Affordable Housing Development Award at 2008 Governor’s Housing Conference
The Virginia Beach Community Development Corporation (VBCDC) has been awarded the Best Affordable Housing Development Award at the 2008 Housing Awards presented at the Governor’s Housing Conference, being held a the Hampton Roads Convention Center.

The Best Housing Development Awards is presented each year for a housing development project which has shown innovation in addressing the needs of its targeted client population.

The VBCDC has been awarded for their work on the Biznet Village housing development, a partnership with Biznet Incorporated, a nonprofit organization serving persons with developmental disabilities.  
“Biznet Village is a unique housing development that is providing permanent housing and specialized, on-site supportive services for persons with developmental disabilities,” said <someone.>
Biznet Village, a licensed Intermediate Care Facility for persons with developmental disabilities, consists of two large colonial-style homes providing 24 adults with permanent, quality housing and services to meet their needs. 

Biznet Village is currently at 100 percent occupancy and has a waiting list of 200 city residents with developmental disabilities in need of housing and services. 

Barber, author, athlete, broadcaster and affordable housing advocate will present the keynote address at the 2008 Governor’s Housing Conference opening plenary.  

Barber, former running back for the New York Giants, entered into a joint venture in 2007 with The Related Companies to renovate low-income housing, including more than 3,000 units in Virginia and more than 100,000 units in the New York-New Jersey metro area.
 

Through Tiki Ventures, Inc., Barber will be instrumental in the $150 million purchase and rehabilitation of 3,500 residential units in Virginia and North Carolina, which will be made available for residents at or between 50 to 60 percent of the Area Median Income.
  
Nearly 900 affordable housing advocates, providers, and policy makers gathered at the Commonwealth’s largest and most comprehensive affordable housing event of the year.  The three-day event will feature workshops and sessions designed to help public and private sector representatives develop effective housing solutions in Virginia.
